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A Don Agustin Bardi by Horacio Salgan (1916-2016)
A Don Agustín Bardi is legendary pianist and composer, Horacio Salgan’s (1916-2016), tribute to the influential tango composer Agustín Bardi. Born in 1884, Bardi was a prominent figure in the early development of tango music. His compositions are characterized by their lyrical melodies and rich harmonic structures, which have left a lasting impact on the genre. 
Salgan’s compositions and arrangements are characterized by their rhythmic complexity and jazz influence. 

Retrato de Julio Ahumada by Leopoldo Federico (1927-2014)
Retrato de Julio Ahumada pays homage to bandoneonist/composer Julio Ahumada, a distinguished figure in Argentine tango music.
Julio Ahumada, born in 1920, was an influential musician in the tango scene, recognized for his skillful bandoneon playing and unique compositional style. His music often blended traditional tango elements with innovative harmonic and melodic ideas, pushing the boundaries of the genre while maintaining its emotional depth and expressive power. 
Leopoldo Federico was a highly respected Argentine composer and bandoneon player. 

Pobre Flor (Waltz) by Luis Mottolese (1901-1989)
Lyrics by Víctor Spindola 
Pobre Flor is a lovely waltz by Luis Mottolese, an accomplished Argentine bandoneonist, composer, and arranger. Luis Mottolese is known for his contributions to the tango genre, bringing a contemporary sensibility to traditional forms. 
Pobre Flor (Poor Flower) is a poignant and lyrical waltz that explores themes of melancholy, loss, and beauty. The title suggests a narrative of fragility and sorrow, akin to a delicate flower struggling against harsh circumstances. 

Perpetual Motion Canadian by Rebekah Wolkstein
Written during the COVID-19 pandemic, this piece captures the frustration and rage which resulted from confinement and fear. 

Libertango by Astor Piazzolla (1921-1992)
Libertango is one of the most iconic and influential compositions by Astor Piazzolla, a revolutionary Argentine composer and bandoneonist who transformed traditional tango into a new style known as "nuevo tango." Born in 1921, Piazzolla is widely credited with infusing tango with elements of jazz and classical music, creating a more complex and sophisticated genre that expanded its appeal beyond the dance halls of Buenos Aires. 
Libertango was composed in 1974 during Piazzolla's time in Italy. The title comes from the words "Libertad" (Spanish for "freedom") and "Tango," reflecting Piazzolla's liberation from traditional tango constraints and his desire to innovate within the genre. This piece is a powerful statement of his artistic independence and his commitment to pushing the boundaries of tango music. 
Libertango is characterized by its driving rhythm, bold melodies, and dynamic interplay between instruments. 

Apasionado by Rebekah Wolkstein
This piece was inspired by Payadora’s collaboration with the PointeTango Dance Company. PointeTango is choreographing this composition for performances in Florida in January 2025. 

The Heist by Rebekah Wolkstein
This piece was inspired by the infamous 2006 Banco Río bank robbery in Buenos Aires, one of the most audacious and meticulously planned heists in Argentine history. 

B.B. (Tango) by Ernesto Baffo and Osvaldo Berlingieri (1928-2015)
The B.B. tango was composed by Argentinian pianist, composer, and arranger Osvaldo Berlingieri. Known for his virtuosic piano playing and innovative contributions to the tango genre, Berlingieri's work often blends traditional tango elements with contemporary influences. Born in 1928, he developed a passion for tango at a young age. Throughout his career, he collaborated with some of the most prominent figures in tango, including Aníbal Troilo and Astor Piazzolla. Berlingieri's unique style is characterized by its rhythmic vitality, harmonic sophistication, and expressive depth. 

Silk and Lace by Rebekah Wolkstein
This is an original song from Wolkstein’s musical.

Armonioso y Tanguero (Tango) by Néstor Marconi (b. 1942)
Armonioso y Tanguero was composed by Néstor Marconi, one of the most prominent bandoneonists and composers in tango. This piece pays tribute to the tango tradition while showcasing Marconi's virtuosity and deep understanding of the genre. 
Born in Argentina, Marconi is celebrated for his exceptional skill on the bandoneon and his contributions to modern tango music. Throughout his career, Marconi has performed with many notable tango orchestras and has collaborated with numerous distinguished artists, including Astor Piazzolla. His work often bridges the gap between traditional tango and contemporary classical music, reflecting his innovative approach to the genre. 

Canción de Las Simples Cosas by Julio César Isella (1938-2021)
Lyrics by Armando Tejeda Gómez 
Canción de las simples cosas (Song of Simple Things) is a poignant and beautifully crafted song, originally performed by the renowned Argentine folk singer Mercedes Sosa. The song is written by César Isella, a significant figure in Argentine folk music, and the lyrics are penned by Armando Tejada Gómez, a prominent Argentine poet and lyricist. 
César Isella, born in 1938, was a celebrated singer, guitarist, and composer known for his contributions to Argentine and Latin American folk music. He was a member of the influential folk group Los Fronterizos before embarking on a successful solo career. Isella's compositions often reflect themes of social justice, love, and the beauty of everyday life. 
Armando Tejada Gómez (1929-1992) was an acclaimed Argentine poet and lyricist. His works are noted for their profound emotional depth and social commentary, often highlighting the struggles and hopes of the common people.
Canción de las simples cosas is a lyrical meditation on the transient nature of life and the importance of cherishing simple moments. The song's melody is tender and reflective, perfectly complementing the evocative lyrics. The lyrics speak to the bittersweet experience of remembering the simple everyday things that often go unnoticed until they are gone. It emphasizes the beauty and value of these moments, urging listeners to appreciate them before they pass. 
"When you leave, you will walk 
Through those same old places 
And you will miss the tender things 
Love's simple things."

Tachero by Drew Jurecka
This piece was inspired by a breakneck cab ride through the streets and eclectic neighbourhoods of Buenos Aires. 

Revirado by Astor Piazzolla (1921-1992)
Revirado was composed in 1973 and is a prime example of Piazzolla's innovative approach to tango. The title can be translated to "twisted" or "reversed," which hints at the composition's intricate and unpredictable nature. 

Yumba by Osvaldo Pugliese (1905-1995)
Osvaldo Pugliese was born on December 2, 1905, in Buenos Aires, Argentina. He began playing the piano at a young age and quickly became immersed in the tango genre. Over his long career, Pugliese developed a distinctive style and his orchestra was one of the most respected and influential tango orchestras in the 1930’s. 
The term "Yumba" is often used to describe the rhythmic style and the characteristic sound of Pugliese's orchestra. Pugliese's music is known for its powerful rhythmic drive and dramatic tension, often achieved through his innovative use of syncopation and rhythmic accents. The term is derived from the onomatopoeic representation of the strong, accented beats in the music, specifically highlighting the downbeats, creating a sense of urgency and intensity. 

Zamba del Silencio by Esteban Tobías Velárdez (1912-1984)
Zamba del Silencio is a poignant example of the zamba, a traditional Argentine folk dance and musical genre characterized by its graceful 3/4 rhythm and melancholic melodies. 
Zamba del Silencio exemplifies the quintessential characteristics of the zamba genre. The zamba, unlike the more vibrant and rhythmic chacarera or the dramatic tango, is typically more lyrical and contemplative. This piece captures the delicate balance between melancholy and beauty that defines much of Argentine folk music. 
The lyrics of Zamba del Silencio explore themes of silence, longing, and the passage of time. The zamba's poetic language often reflects the natural beauty of the Argentine landscape and the profound emotions associated with love and loss. The title suggests a meditation on silence and the quiet moments. 

Adiós Muchachos / I Get Ideas by Julio César Sanders (1897-1942)
Lyrics by César Felipe Vedani
Adiós Muchachos is a famous tango composed by Argentinian musician Julio César Sanders, with lyrics by César Felipe Vedani. This tango, written in 1927, has become one of the most well-known and widely performed pieces in the tango repertoire. 
Julio César Sanders was an Argentine composer and pianist known for his contributions to tango music. Although Adiós Muchachos is his most famous work, Sanders composed several other pieces that contributed to the popularity of tango in the early 20th century. 
These lyrics express a farewell to friends and companions from earlier, cherished times. The sentiment is of nostalgia and resignation, acknowledging the passage of time and the changes it brings. “I Get Ideas” is a popular song from the Great American Songbook based on the Adios Muchachos tango that became widely known through the Louis Armstrong rendition in 1951. The English lyrics describe the excitement and joy of falling in love, with whimsical lines that capture the exhilaration of new romantic possibilities. 

Faseando (Milonga) by Juanjo Domínguez (1951-2019) 
Faseando is a piece by Juanjo Domínguez, an acclaimed Argentine guitarist known for his virtuosic technique and profound contributions to tango and folklore music. Domínguez has been celebrated for his ability to blend classical guitar techniques with the rich traditions of Argentine music. Over his career, he performed with numerous notable musicians and orchestras, leaving an indelible mark on the music scene.
